And whereas. there s a need for consistency in the application and implementation of
vanous measures across the country while ensuring maintenance of essantial services

and supplies, including health infrastiuctura,

Now, therefore in exercise of the powers under section 6{2)(\) of the Disasler
Management Act, 2005, the National Disaster Management Authority has decided 1o
direct Ministries/ Departments of Govemment of India, State Governments and State
Authorities to teke measures for ensuring social distancing so as to prevent the spread
of COVID-19 in the country. Necessary guidelines in this regard shall be issued
immediately  under section 10(2}1) of the Dhsaster Management Act, 2005 by the
National Executive Committee.  These measures shall be in force for a period of twenty
